The most important things for us are of a
spiritual nature - finding a godly mate who will help on the
journey to heaven, raising children who will be faithful to the
Lord and an asset to the kingdom, and spending our lives in
service to God and those who are in need. In short, being
faithful and profitable servants is what this life is all about.

One day each of us will pass on to eternity, either
through physical death or the return of the Lord Jesus at the
Judgment. When that happens, how important will the bucket
list have been if it was filled with worldly instead of spiritual
goals?
